extracted manually by 3 investigators for whom Inter-rater reliability tests showed good concordance.
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CONCLUSIONS

* The results of this study show that patients with COVID-19 discharged from a community

based medical center can acutely worsen resulting in readmissions.

* Certain characteristics can predict readmission including age, gender, and the number and

type of comorbid conditions.

* Obesity appeared to be protective in this sample.

* Hypertension and/or diabetes in combination with cardiac or pulmonary conditions were

most predictive of readmission.
